





Ghost Filled Pumpkin

16. Press the stem on top of the pumpkin.
P

17. Roll thin
snakes of clay
to make vines
coming off the
stem. Loop the
vines as you
gently press
them on the
pumpkin.

18.  Cut small
leaves and press
them onto the
vines.

19. Bake the pumpkin, resting the neck on the foil.
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20. After it has cooled, put it in a paper sack or thick
plastic bag and carefully break out the light bulb
with a hammer and a screwdriver or other pointed
tool.
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Ghosts
21. Cut three white %" circles (PM1) and roll them all
together. Shape the clay into a tapered log for the
body.
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22. Cut two white circles (PM1) and roll them together,
then into a tapered log.

23. Fold the tapered point and smooth the large end
onto the bottom of the body to make a tail.

- 24 Cut two white
circles (PM1). These
circles are for the arms.
Roll each circle into a
separate log and roll one
end of each log into a point.
Press the pointed end onto
the body.

25. Roll two white
circles (PM1) together, into
a ball, to make the head.
26. Taper the top of
the head and make a curl.

27. Press two small
beads into the head for
eyes.

28. Draw eyelashes,

a nose and a mouth using a
needle tool.

29. Cut a toothpick
long enough and stick it
into the body with half of it sticking out.

30. Press the head onto the top of the toothpick.
31. Make another ghost following the

instructions.
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Small Pumpkin
32. Roll orange clay into a ball. Refer to the photos for
size.
33. Press part of a toothpick into the top.
34. Press your needle tool against the sides to draw
lines down to make the indentions you see on a
pumpkin.
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Ghost Filled Pumpkin
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35. Press a vine and a leaf onto the pumpkin starting at
the toothpick stem.

Finishing

36. Cut out a bunch of green teardrops and push them
into the bottom, inside the pumpkin, for the ghosts
to sit on.

37. Gently press the ghosts and the small pumpkin into
the baked large pumpkin, on the mound of leaves.

38. Bake again.

39. Varnish if desired.
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
